Equipment Inspection Guidelines

So as to spend as less time as possible during the Equipment Inspection please have the following in mind:

A. Have all the equipment listed ready and loose in the boat.
B. Make sure you have your Measurement Certificate and the Equipment Inspection Sheets, properly filled out.
C. Make sure the equipment is dry and there is no water in the Boat and the buoyancy compartments.
D. Remove halyards, forestay, shrouds and spipole up and downhaul ropes and blocks from the mast. Also remove the wind indicator.
E. Remove blocks from the boom that are not permanently installed.

F. Blade and Stock shall be assembled but you will have to separate them on the spot so have the necessary tools available.
G. After starting Inspection the Measurement Sheets will be retained by the Equipment Inspection Team (EIT) until the process is finished.

H. Sheet Nº 1 has to be signed by the EIT so as to be presented at registration.

I. Only the Coach and ONE Parent will be allowed to assist the Crew during the Inspection

J. Remeasurements will take place ONLY the 28th.
