2.  GENERAL REQUIREMENTS
2.1.
 
The Equipment Inspection Team (hereafter referred to as the EIT), appointed by the International Cadet Class Association and the Organizing Authority, shall have the responsibility for the equipment inspection.

2.2.
 
Equipment inspection will be undertaken for each boat at a time and place advised at championship pre-registration. When equipment inspection has been completed to the satisfaction of the EIT, a boat will be eligible to compete and complete event registration.

3.  MEASUREMENT REGISTRATION
3.1. 
A valid measurement certificate for each boat presented for equipment inspection will be required to be lodged with the EIT at the time of equipment inspection registration and may be retained by the EIT for the duration of the event.
3.2.
Inspection Forms shall be filled out prior to the equipment inspection. Forms are available at the registration office
4.  MEASUREMENT

4.1. 
Before equipment inspection registration, each boat, its sails and equipment intended to be and permitted to be used during the event, shall be certified as required by the class rules.

4.2. 
All boats, sails and equipment shall be submitted for equipment inspection in dry condition. Any item which is not in such condition to the satisfaction of the EIT may be rejected for inspection.

4.3.
Only the crew of the boat submitted for equipment inspection and their coach, and any other person allowed by the EIT, shall be present during the inspection.
4.4.
Unless authorized by the EIT, repairs or alterations to boats, sails or equipment shall not be made in the measurement areas.

4.5.
All hulls, sails and equipment shall carry all measurement bands, marks and serial numbers as prescribed in the Class rules. All sails supplied by competitors must have been measured and certified in accordance with the Class rules before being presented for equipment inspection.

4.6.
Some items of a boat's equipment, which are subject to measurement and/or limitation control, will be marked with one or more official control marks or stickers. After the items have been marked, the crew of the boat will be required to sign the equipment inspection form declaring the items that have been marked. Marked items will not be changed during the event without the prior approval of the race committee. If, through wear and tear, a mark starts to become obliterated the fact shall be reported to the EI in order that the mark or sticker may be replaced. It is the competitor's responsibility to report this to the EIT.

5.  EQUIPMENT LIMITATIONS
5.1. The following equipment limitations shall prevail. Not more than:

5.2. Safety equipment:

· 2 buoyancy vests

· 1 painter (5 m)
· 1 paddle

· A strong bucket of 5 litres (if sailing in MK II)

shall be presented for equipment inspection and used during races according to class rules.

5.3. The HULL shall be presented, ready for weighing, with fixed cleats and blocks, toe-straps, rudder pintles and gudgeons, inspection hull covers (in the boat but removed), spinnaker bags and corrector weights IN THE BOAT. 

6.  MEASURED BOATS AND EQUIPMENT  (After a boat has completed equipment inspection)
6.1. 
No alterations shall be made to the boat except for the adjustment of fitting and equipment where such an alteration is an integral part of the design and is permitted by the Class rules.

6.2. 
No replacement or repair, which might effect compliance with Class rules, shall be made without the prior permission of the EIT.

6.3. 
Applications to replace measurement control marked items due to damage or loss shall be submitted in writing to the race committee.
7.  INSPECTIONS DURING THE EVENT – WATER CHECKS
7.1. 
Any boat, its sails or equipment and crew's clothing and equipment may be inspected or measured at any time during the event.

7.2. 
At the end of a race, if a crew is selected for a water check, its sail number will be called by the EIT so the crew can approach the EIT’s boat. After the last race of the day, if a boat has been selected during the day to be inspected ashore, it shall have no contact with any boat while sailing back to shore. Inspections ashore may include weighing of wet clothing and equipment.
7.3. 
Non compliance with the equipment inspection instructions, or changing the sails or any other item marked for the event with one or more official control marks or stickers without the agreement of the race committee will be considered as an infringement of these instructions.

8.   PROTESTS REGARDING MEASUREMENT.
8.1. For the purpose of RRS 64.3(b) the qualified Authority is the Technical Committee of the International Cadet Class.
